Programs

Marketing to Architects: WMA actively participates in the
annual AIA-Wisconsin convention. Promotional mailings to
architects are sent annually, including brochures with building
details featuring outstanding uses of masonry. Seminars on
designing with masonry, including instruction in the latest
design software for masonry are held. WMA holds award
programs to highlight the best design uses of masonry and
hardscaping in residential and commercial projects.

Vocational Training and Education: The goal of this
program is to support education for masons thereby increasing
the masons in the industry. Currently there are three technical
school masonry training programs in Wisconsin at Rice Lake,

Fennimore and Waukesha County Technical Colleges.

Technical and Engineering: This program monitors
numerous state and national codes, including providing
testimony and information on proposed changes. WMA
conducts testing of masonry units with State of Wisconsin
approval. The approved list is provided to all architects and
designers throughout Wisconsin. The program publishes
Wisconsin specific technical information through WMA
published Tech bulletins.
